




The wooden bench in the dining room is from a
Burma railway station’s waiting room, circa 1940.
In the living room, the armchair is 1950s Danish,
and the sofa is of Stütz’s design.

In the dining room, a mirror made from a road sign hangs 
above an early 1930s console by J. Hagemann for Thonet.



The engraving, Last Judgment, is by early-seventeenth-century 
artist Pieter de Jode I. The light fixture is 1970s German.

The dining table is a Stütz deign, and the stacking chairs 
came from a theater in western Germany. 



Metal cabinets from a local hardware store and an
armchair with fabric by Ian Mankin are used in the
bedroom. The floor lamp is 1970s German.
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A rare 1478 engraving of Jesus by Johann Zainer 
hangs beside the bed from Ikea. The suitcases
were inherited from Stütz’s grandparents.
